Many programs, like games and instant
messengers, can draw attention away from classroom
activities.  Access to applications can be allowed or
denied on an individual or classroom basis.

Teachers can control students’ browsers with a single-
click and without having to learn overcomplicated
software.

SurfDirector enables teachers to limit surfing to
designated URLs, and can extend or restrict students’
surfing privileges individually or as a class.  For
independent activities, teachers can control surfing
as tightly or liberally as they choose.
